    In the event of a conflict between the text of this standard and the reference citied herein, the text of 
this standard and the reference cited herein, the text of this standard shall take precedence.  

 
   All switches on this standard are designed so that the movement of the switch mechanism is opposite 
to that of the toggle lever. 
 
   Test voltage for dielectric withstanding voltage at reduced barometric pressure, shall be 400 V rms 
minimum. 
 
    Electrical Endurance shall be performed for 30,000 Cycles. 
    Mechanical Endurance shall be performed 50,000 cycles at -65°C and then 50,000 cycles at 85°C. 
    Intermediate current shall be performed for 30,000 cycles. 
    Terminals shall be molded into the switch case and shall accommodate no. 18 awg wire. 
 
   Strength of actuating lever pivot and lever stop: 8 pounds. 
 
   Sand and dust: Toggle boots in accordance with MIL-DTL-5423 shall be used. 
 
   Maximum weight shall be .015 pound. 
 
   Electric rating for 28 volts direct current and 115 volts ac at 400Hz. 
      Lamp Load is 1 Ampere. 
      Resistive load is 5 Amperes. 
      Inductive Load is 2 Amperes.
